Dear Mayor Granstrom and Councilors:

Re: Community process to create proposal for Designated Recreation Area tenure for Rossland Range
high country — City of Rossland participation in creating tenure proposal.

As you are likely aware, the Friends of the Rossland Range Society has been working for several years to
have a comprehensive recreation plan for the Rossland Range created by the provincial government.
So far, we have had no success, in spite of strong community support and the support of provincial staff.
(The City of Rossland has provided a letter supporting a planning process.)

In order to provide some level of protection and management for the key high-use areas of the Rossland
Range in the absence of a comprehensive plan, we have decided to apply for a tenure, known as a
Designated Recreation Area, under S. 57 of the Forest and Range Management Act. This tenure is like
those held by the Castlegar Nordics ski club for their trails and huts at the Paulson summit, and the
Kootenay Mountaineering Club for their chain of huts in the Bonnington Range.

The attached map indicates the approximate area we are considering for the tenure. We note that a
significant portion of the area under considerat.

The provincial gddavdaViarrageraent Bransh is theldadagencyin ceeating the kind
of comprehensive plan we have been seeking. The regional staff person for the Integrated Land
Management Branch is supportive of our tenure application process, as is the local District Recreation
Officer with the Ministry of Tourism, another key player in tenure approval.

In fact, the tenure is a way of taking community control of many of the issues that would need to be
addressed in a more comprehensive plan. We are writing the proposal through a process of public
consultation and review, similar to the kind of process thatledtoRossla n d ' s  psethat tk2 Gl
documentwillbea c| ear r ef | e c tsiwidl.ninothér wdrdk, @e intendthmprapdsat, y ’
and eventually the tenure and its management plan, to belong to the community, not just to FORRS.

Provide use of the Miners’ Hall on the evening of May 20 for a workshop to obtain community
advice on the important issues to be addressed in the tenure proposal.

Consider using Rossland’s OCP and zoning powers to help implement the tenure and its
management plan.
